Road signed to the Crematorium & Golf Centre.  Turn left at sloping T junction, turn left into first 

drive approx. 200 yards. 
 

From A3 leave at Esher Common, Junction A244.  Follow A244 to Leatherhead approx 2 miles  
passing through Oxshott.  At roundabout turn right into  Oaklawn Road - see above.

¶ All ages as at the 1st January in the current year. 

¶ When mounted a hat should be worn conforming to one of the following standards: - 
PAS015:1998, EN1384:1996, BSEN1384:1997 with BSI Kitemark or AS/NZS3838 1998,  
AS/NZS3838 2003 with  SAI Global symbol or Snell E2001 with  the official Snell label and 
number. The chin strap must be fastened. 

¶ All Pony Club Members must wear a hat that conforms to the Pony Club standards, hats should 
be tagged with the Pony Club tag with the chin strap fastened.  

¶ The Organisers reserve the right to a) refuse any entry b) cancel any class c) alter an advertised 
time d) postpone the event as they think fit, if cancelled £3 from each class will be retained. 

¶ No refunds will be given except on production of a veterinary certificate or on cancellation of the 
event. 

¶ The Organisers reserve the right to refuse participation to any horse or pony who is unfit or 
unsound, or whose tack is in an unsafe condition, or whose behaviour constitutes a danger to 
others. 

¶ No horses/ponies under 4 years of age. 

¶ The Judgeõs decision is final. 

¶ Competition to be run according to The Pony Club 2010 Rules 

¶ Objections accompanied by a deposit of £10.00 must be made in writing within 15 minutes of the 
incident this will be refunded if the objection is sustained.  

¶ No faxed or phoned entries.

BSPA RULES - Classes 7,9,10,11,14 
These classes are affiliated to the British Skewbald and Piebald Association and are Qualifiers 
for their World Championships of Colour National Champion of Champions 2010 Classes will 
be judged within the rules and criteria of the BSPA.  Copies can be obtained from them, ALL 
stallions 4 years and over MUST be graded, Licensed and registered with the BSPA.  
Competitors need not be members of BSPA to enter classes but ALL Owners/Handlers/Riders 
MUST be Members of the BSPA and Horses/Ponies Registered with BSPA prior to this show in 
order to qualify.  Competitors must produce their BSPA Qualification Card in the ring for the 
Judge to sign, otherwise Qualification is invalid.  Non -members of the BSPA who own 
Skewbalds/Piebalds can enter classes 7 and 8 but they will NOT qualify for the World 
Championships of Colour but they can be placed.   Spurs must not be worn by any competitor in 
a mixed height class.  Any class marked with Qualifier will entitle the highest placed Skewbald/
Piebald to Qualify for the World Championships of Colour August 2010
